“Tools\Select and Zoom” in Adobe Acrobat Version 8).  

Step 5 

Using the Snapshot Tool, click and drag from the top left point of the box to the bottom right corner of the box, 
without selecting any part of the black edge. 

Step 6 

Open Microsoft Paint by selecting                     / All Programs / Accessories / Paint and make the blank 
canvas very small (you can choose Image/Attributes and make the width and height 0.1 each)
